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Concerns Over Original Structure - 
1. The movie starts too slow

2. We might lose the audience in 
either the 'Little Rabia' or 'Bakr' scene

3. (BIGGEST ISSUE) we are not 
connecting with Rabia, because the 
first 2 scenes do not connect us to her

4. Rabia does not become 
PROACTIVE until the checkpoint, 
which might be too late for proactivity

5. We don't really get to know Rabia 
until the very end
